Dear Parents/Carers,

PROVISION FOR KEY WORKERS

As the Government continues to roll out its strategy to push back the coronavirus pandemic, from the end of the day on Friday 20th March, all schools in the UK will close to the majority of students.  This means that, after Friday, it is the Government’s expectation that the majority of pupils will be at home. A small number of pupils will be invited to attend school. Those pupils are either:

· Those that are considered most vulnerable

Schools will decide which children they consider to be most vulnerable and this will include factors such as those with an EHCP and those with an assigned social worker.

· Those who live with adults, one of whom is a ‘key worker’ and where provision to keep your child safe  at home is not possible

Parents will need to tell their school urgently if they consider that an adult at their child’s home is a key worker as listed and if they wish for their child to be looked after by the school because they are not able to provide safe care at home. The recommendation is that children are kept at home wherever possible.

The Government have now published a list of ‘key workers’. 

We are working on this definition of a ‘key worker’ as stated by the Government:
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· National Health Service (NHS)

· School Staff including any member of staff 

needed to deliver  the school response

· Armed forces

· Care home workers

· Social workers

· Police Officers

· Financial services* 

There are many grey areas regarding the ‘key worker’ list but we have been advised to ensure that keyworkers are deemed an essential and critical part of maintaining the national effort. We may ask for confirmation from your employer that your specific role is necessary for the continuation of this essential public service and the National effort to combat this disease.

To allow us to coordinate our provision for Monday, if you consider yourself to be a key worker and require your child to attend school please contact the school office immediately. We would also need to know the hours worked as the expectation is that school provides childcare cover for working shifts.

I understand that this is a very tight timescale and thank you for your cooperation.

Transport arrangements are currently being reviewed. We will update you on arrangements going forward once we know them.

In the meantime, from Monday, it is our understanding that any pupil should only attend school if absolutely necessary.

On a practical note…

· Children can come into school in home clothes – please provide a coat and wellingtons

· They will need to bring in a water bottle.

· Lunch will be provided but please advise us of any allergies etc.

· Contact details for the day if different to current school records need to be shared with staff at drop off.

· Confirmation of working hours need to be confirmed.

· Pupils to be dropped off at the school hall.

Once again, we thank you for your patience and understanding whilst we apply any guidance eventually given by the Government and are grateful for your patience whilst we work out the finer details to support our pupils and their families.
